Donal O’Sullivan was clerk to the first Seanad (Irish parliament, 1922-1936) and a
member of Seanad Eireann from 1943 to 1944 having been elected to the 4th Seanad
in 1943 by the Cultural and Educational Panel. He was director of Studies in Irish
Folk Music and Song in University College Dublin and a member of the International
Folk Music Council. He wrote the book O’Carolan: Life, Times and Music of an Irish
Harper (London, 1958) reissued in 2001. O’Sullivan was part of the Irish delegation
to the League of Nations (c.1922- 1930) and it is thought the present work is likely to
have been acquired during one of his travels in this capacity.
